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Looking ahead, past congregational leadership has taken necessary steps 
to prepare for such expanded ministry.  Careful study of various options led 
the congregation to determine that the best plan for Our Redeemer’s was to 
relocate.  On February 4, 2001, the congregation voted 101 yes- 27 no and 
approved relocating Our Redeemer’s to new land and a new facility.  Land 
was purchased the following year and is paid in full.  Previous mortgages 
have all been satisfied in prior years so that the congregation is in its 
strongest financial position ever.  We are ready to follow God’s plan!

Essential steps in fulfilling our mission are: 
FIRST, create a master plan for the long range ministry of Our Redeemer’s utilizing the new 
land that will empower and enable the congregation to reach out and serve even more people 
through out the Helena community (Jan- Feb ’06);

SECOND, make our financial commitments above and beyond our regular giving to raise the 
necessary money to pay for relocation to the new land (Apr- May ’06); 

THIRD, complete the design and build the first phase of our new ministry center.  We 
anticipate that the first phase of building on the new land will include site work, utilities, 
road development, parking and a new church home (’07-’08). 

I invite you to join with me and the whole congregation in taking the next 
step together.  Come and participate in all three planning workshops.  Bring 
your ideas and your questions to the first charrette, right after worship and 
lunch on Sunday, January 22, and let yourselves be built into a spiritual 
house!

the church that God has in mind for us.  It is a huge 
challenge that is before us and a great responsibility 
as we strive to follow God’s purpose in our ministry.

As the people of Our Redeemer’s, we understand 
God’s mission for us is to grow and expand and 
build upon this ministry according to God’s good 
purpose.  God has blessed us with significant growth 
in ministry and resources in recent years and now the 
challenge is to complete the big step of relocation to 
the new land.

Our existing land and facilities are being used to 
full capacity and often beyond intended use.  While 
the 1979 sanctuary was built to seat 200 in worship, we regularly exceed 250 in worship as the 
congregations gathers in the overflow section.  Sunday School, Preschool, Vacation Bible School 
and weekly ministries have frequently exceeded our building capacity (portable classrooms in 
the parking lot work in the summer for Bible School but are not so good in the winter).  Available 
parking is less than one-third of what it should be to meet the needs of the congregation (much 
of that parking was lost in December to deep snow piled up on the city streets.)  We need space to 
faithfully serve the people God continues to bring to Our Redeemer’s and we need space to grow.
