We strive to provide each child with
the opportunity to be actively involved
in their learning through play, explor-
ation, and hands-on experiences.

Lunch Bunch

We offer an optional add-on Lunch Bunch
program to all students. Lunch Bunch
allows children the experience of a longer
school day and the opportunity to eat and
play with peers, including friends from
other classes. It also gives parents the
flexibility to pick their children up a little
later (AM classes) or drop off a little earlier
(PM classes) Students bring their own
lunch, and are able to attend on a regular
or drop in basis.

Lunch Bunch Fees:

2 days per week = S55/month
3 days per week = S75/month
4 days per week = 595/month
Drop in = $8.00/day

Lunch Bunch sign ups will take place at
orientation in late August.

Things to Know...

Children are placed according to their age
as of September 10, 2022

Children should be potty-trained, or
working toward self-sufficiency with
bathroom needs.

Family orientation meetings will be held in
August - be watching your mail for info.

We offer a $5/month discount for families
with more than one child enrolled, and for
preschool board members.

The Supply Fee is due when registering and
covers all classroom supplies (this breaks
down to about $11/month). The Supply Fee
is non-refundable, unless your child cannot
be placed in desired class.

The one-time snack fee is collected
with September tuition; this covers
the whole school year. We provide a
healthy snack each day with plenty of
opportunities to try new things!

Volunteer days are required in the
Three and Four-Year-Old classes.
They are a wonderful opportunity to
participate in your child’s education
(as well as a great help to the
teacher).

Should withdrawal become
necessary, we require a 30 - day
written notice.

Classes start the week after Labor
Day and then follow the Helena
School District calendar (with a few
exceptions).
